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Emptiness and Wholeness
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Despite the advancement
of science and technology, we are facing
with so many difficulties such as education,
energies, economies and even humanities. By focusing
on “external” agents, we have tried to solve serious problems,
although such intensive efforts have not been successful very well.
The reason for this is that the central issue of our time across all system
levels emerges from our “internal” conditions as well, but not only from
‘external” agents. It is now time to deal with both oppositions at the same
location on the Earth and at the same time of the History.
The present Kyoto Transdisciplinary & Transnational Forum 2018 on “Circle
of Emptiness and Wholeness” would provide us with deep insights into the Advanced
Future Studies, for it could deal with both “external” agents and “internal” conditions
simultaneously on the basic transcendental frameworks. It is our hope to develop new
perspectives and new actions toward our future through stimulating discussions beyond
different disciplines.
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
